What is the Trinity? 

Stickiness of learning: 

 Christians believe that God is Trinity: God as three in one - Father, Son 
and Holy Spirit.  

 Christians worship God as a Trinity.  

 Christians believe that God the Father is the creator: he sent his Son 
(Jesus) who saved his people; the Son sent the Holy Spirit to his disci-
ples.  

 Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God’s power at work in the world 
and in their lives today, supporting them to follow Jesus.  

 Hear words from John’s gospel in John 1 and know this is different to 
the other gospels. 

 Incarnation Christians believe is God coming to earth at Christmas.  

Trinity God is one but made up of 3 parts. God the Father, Son and 
Holy spirit 

Christian Someone who believes in and follows the teachings of Jesus  

Incarnation God coming to Earth to live as a human in Jesus. 

Holy Spirit Coming down 

Gospel The word means good news, the story of Jesus’ life. In 
Christianity, "good news" refers to the story of Jesus 
Christ's birth, death, and resurrection.  

Blessing Used to sign off a letter (Paul’s letter to the Corinthians) 

Baptism A religious sign of being washed clean with water. An outward sign 

of being a Christian  

What is the Trinity? Why is it important?  

What you already should know: 

• Christians believe God is Trinity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 

• Christians believe the Father creates; he sends the Son who 

saves his people; the Son sends the Holy Spirit to his followers. 

• Jesus, the Son of God, is seen by Christians as revealing what God 

the Father is like. 

• Understanding God is challenging; people spend their whole lives learning more 

and more about God. 

• Christians believe the Holy Spirit is God’s power at work in the 

world and in their lives today, enabling them to follow Jesus
