Year 1 Curriculum letter - Spring
January 2025    

Dear Parents/Carers
Welcome back, we hope you all had an enjoyable and restful break and that you all had a lovely Christmas. We would like to take this opportunity to thank you and your children very much for your very generous gifts and kind words. We are excited to begin a new term with you all.

Curriculum
In Maths, we are focusing on looking at measure-coins and length and mass.  We will consolidate counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.  We will also continue to look at addition and subtraction.
In English, we will be looking at narrative, rules and recount and poetry (both performance poetry and rhyme and nonsense poetry).
The children will continue RWI sessions every morning. The children will continue to practise reading ‘alien’ words in preparation for the phonics screening check in June.  More information about the check will sent out later this term. 
In Science, we will be looking at identifying animals. We will be learning how to identify, compare and describe different animals. The children will learn about different types of animals, including mammals, birds, reptiles, fish and amphibians. Then we will think about how to take care of animals which could be pets. After half term our Science learning will look at seasons.
Our PE lessons will continue to be on Wednesday and Thursday. We will be working on dance and multi-skills. 

This half term we will be covering our History topic of Homes and Toys in the Past. We will be thinking about how homes have changed over the years and looking specifically at how toys have changed, comparing current toys to some from the past.

Reading Books and Library
I would like to take this opportunity to remind you of the importance of hearing your child read at home. Please try to encourage your child to read at home in order for them to make progress throughout the year. Please also remember to record any home reading in their reading record.

We will be continuing the same book changing system with books being changed on Thursdays.
Library day is Monday, so please ensure library books are in school.  If you have lost or misplaced a book, please let me know.

Homework – Maths
This will continue to alternate between a written task and an online activity on maths.co.uk.  Please can this be handed in by Tuesday.
