A key belief of the Bahá’í worldview is 
in one God, who is the same for other 
religions. Unity and harmony are 
important concepts for many Bahá’í 
followers. The founder of the 
Bahá’íworldview, Bahá’u'lláh, wrote many 
teachings about how the world could be 
united and humans could live in peace.

There are many connections between 
religious worldviews. These include 
historical and geographical links between 
religious founders and leaders and where 
they found their inspiration.  

Many Sikh beliefs and 
practices focus on 
equality such as the 
Langar and reading 
the Guru Granth 
Sahib.  

World Religion Day 
was started by 
Bahá’í followers 
as a way to 
celebrate all 
religions and 
promote religious 

equality and 
harmony.  

Guru Nanak, the founder 
of the Sikh religion, taught 
the importance of equality 
and harmony. He said 
there is only one God and 
that God views all people 
as equal.
