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Potten End CE Primary School Behaviour Curriculum

Our Behaviour Curriculum is delivered through a combination of:

· Assemblies that focus on behaviour routines
· The Jigsaw-based PSHE curriculum
· Consistent modelling and reinforcement by all staff throughout the school day, including praising positive behaviour and addressing non-compliance using agreed scripts

Our Behaviour Curriculum is rooted in our core Christian values of Respect, Friendship and Perseverance, which underpin the strength of our community and our school Christian vision.

Behaviour Curriculum Intent

At Potten End CE Primary School, we want our children to be effective learners. We aim to develop pupils who are:

· Independent
· Determined
· Confident
· Curious
· Creative
· Ambitious
· Respectful
· Self-believing

We also strive for all pupils to achieve both academically and socially. These qualities will equip them to move successfully to the next stage of their education and continue to flourish.

To support this, alongside the academic curriculum, we provide a structured Behaviour Curriculum in which children are explicitly taught the skills they need to succeed.

We embed a range of clearly defined routines to establish a school culture that reflects our key values and expected behaviours. These routines are essential because:

· Children arrive with different prior experiences, values, and understanding of behaviour
· Consistent routines help all pupils adopt and embody our shared school values
· Expectations must be explicitly taught, practised, revisited, and reinforced to become embedded habits
· Clear routines make positive choices easier and less positive choices less likely
· A consistent approach ensures that all members of our school community understand what is expected of them




Our Key Principles

There are three behaviour principles at Potten End CE Primary School. These are to:
· be respectful;
· be responsible;
· be ready to learn.

Here are just a few examples of these three principles:

	Be respectful
	· Say please and thank you
· Hold doors open for others
· Talk kindly to other pupils
· Say good morning and good afternoon in response to adults

	Be responsible
	· Remember to wear appropriate school uniform
· Remember to bring in what is needed for school
· Keep your classroom and the school environment tidy
· Be honest and accept responsibility if you make a mistake
· Accept the educational and protective consequences that are delivered
· Being responsible means being able to be trusted to do the right things that are expected of you without supervision.

	Be ready to learn
	· Sit still
· Listen carefully to adults
· Give the adult or classmates you are working with 100% of your attention
· Work hard on learning tasks
· Be in the right place at the right time




Behaviour Curriculum Implementation

The process for teaching behaviour explicitly is as follows:
●	IDENTIFY the behaviour we expect
●	Explicitly TEACH the behaviour we expect
●	MODEL the behaviour we expect
●	PRACTISE the valued behaviours
●	NOTICE valued behaviours
●	CREATE appropriate conditions to foster valued behaviours


It is essential that all school staff know the details of this curriculum, teach it explicitly to children and continuously maintain the high standards we set. By doing so, we support each other to create a culture where pupils feel safe and are able to learn in an optimised environment and where teachers are free to teach without disruption or the need to manage detrimental behaviours.
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While this curriculum is intended for all pupils it will be applied differently in different year groups depending on pupils’ ages and may be applied differently depending on individual pupils’ SEND needs. For example, pupils who have autistic spectrum conditions may find it very uncomfortable to maintain eye-contact with adults and children with ADHD may find it difficult to sit still for longer periods of time.
Reasonable adjustments must be made, and sensitivity applied, when teaching the behaviour curriculum.

Roles and responsibilities
Every day, all staff will:
· Apply our Positive Behaviour Policy consistently
· Teach our Behaviour Curriculum consistently
· Share responsibility for whole school behaviour and offer support for colleagues.
· Model positive behaviours and build relationships.
· Plan lessons that engage, challenge and meet the needs of pupils.
· Act in a calm, consistent manner.
· Refer to ‘be respectful; be responsible; be ready to learn’ in all conversations about behaviour.
· Give their first attention to best conduct.
· Be deliberately bothered, showing they know the children, value them and that they believe the children matter.
· Use scripts consistently.
· Give every child a fresh start when and where appropriate e.g. next lesson, next day etc.

Senior leaders will:
· Lead by example.
· Review the policy regularly.
· Monitor whole school and classroom routines.
· Remind staff and pupils of the expectations of the policy.
· Identify opportunities throughout the year to engage explicitly with the parent and carer community around behaviour.

· Pupil Voice
· Teacher voice and feedback
· Regular monitoring by the leadership team, to ensure the adherence to the curriculum.
· Staff, Pupil and Parent Surveys
· Analysis of CPOMS behaviour data (our online method for recording behaviours)
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
